Faculty Assembly Report for Campus Assembly, April 25, 2005

1. The Faculty Assembly has been mostly about curriculum issues where there has been an attempt to be efficient with offerings. Adapting the general education curriculum to one that is transferable in the Minnesota Transfer Curriculum. In addition, a goals based liberal education curriculum is being adopted campus wide.

2. The Faculty Consultative Committee and the Faculty Assembly has on several occasions participated in the discussion of the Campus Compact document that was recently submitted.  This compact document includes the priorities of the campus for the 2005-06 and is available upon request.

3. The Faculty Assembly is presently undergoing some changes due to the decision by UMC Faculty to be represented by the UEA. Committees where workload and conditions have traditionally been discussed are likely to be omitted, e.g. Faculty Affairs.  The Elections, Constitution, & Bylaws committee is presently visiting these items.
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
