3. Liberal Education Electives – consistency of what appears on APAS and what appears in printed catalog and on web site. The Curriculum Committee will revisit the Minnesota Transfer Curriculum in December to determine the scope of the project. If the project is too large to handle in the committee a sub-committee will be introduced. Robberts will distribute the transfer curriculum criteria sheets for the different goal areas to the department heads and representatives for action and discussion at the departmental level prior to the December meeting. Any changes and requests must be made according to the criteria sheets.

B.  Agriculture Department

The following 4 items were approved:
Agricultural Systems Management

1. ESTABLISH NEW AREA OF EMPHASIS:  B.S. in Agricultural Systems Management – add a new fourth area of emphasis – Bio-Fuels and Renewable Energy Technology.  Existing areas of emphasis are:  Farm and Ranch Management, Power and Machinery, Precision Agriculture.  Effective:  Spring 2008.

2. ESTABLISH NEW COURSE:  ASM 2200 – Introduction to Renewable Energy Systems – 3 credits.  This will be a required course in the new emphasis (see B1 above).  Effective:  Spring 2008.

3. ESTABLISH NEW COURSE:  ASM 3201 – Bio-Fuels Technology – 3 credits.  This will be a required course in the new emphasis (see B1 above).  Effective:  Spring 2008.

4. ESTABLISH NEW COURSE:  ASM 3202 – Solar, Wind, and Geo-Thermal Systems – 3 credits.  This will be a required course in the new emphasis (see B1 above).  Effective:  Spring 2008.

The PCAS entries will be updated to reflect the following.
ASM 2053 is currently listed in PCAS as an emphasis requirement in each of the current areas of emphasis.  It will be moved and listed as an ASM Core Requirement.  This will make what is in PCAS for the ASM Core Requirements (31 credits), the Farm and Ranch Management emphasis requirements (22 credits), the Power and Machinery emphasis requirements (23 credits), and the Precision Agriculture emphasis requirements (22 credits) consistent with the attached program requirement sheet.

Under the Farm and Ranch Management emphasis, the number of Agriculture/Management Electives will be changed from 14 credits to 13 credits and the Open Electives credits will be changed from 10 credits to 11 credits.

Under the Power and Machinery emphasis, the number of Agriculture/Management Electives will be changed from 11 credits to 12 credits and the Open Electives credits will be changed from 12 credits to 11 credits.

Under the Precision Agriculture emphasis, the number of Agriculture/Management Electives will be changed from 12 credits to 13 credits and the Open Electives credits will be changed from 12 credits to 11 credits.

Early Childhood Education

1. ESTABLISH NEW COURSE, ADD COURSE TO PROGRAM, AND INCREASE TOTAL CREDITS OF B.S. PROGRAM.  Effective:  Fall 2008.

a. New Course:  Ed 3000 – Practicum: Cultural Immersion – 1 credit.

b. Add Ed 3000 as a required course to the Education Core of the B.S. in Early Childhood Education.  Change number of Education Core Credits from 9 credits to 10 credits.

c. Change number of total credits required for B.S. in Early Childhood Education from 120-124 credits to 120-125 credits.
