Campus Assembly Report

Environmental Health, Safety, Energy Management, and Civil Defense Committee

The committee has not met this fall but Paul Aakre will schedule a meeting in the near future.  If members of the campus community have a request for this committee to address in the areas environmental health, safety, energy management or civil defense, please contact Paul Aakre, committee chair, and the committee will meet to discuss. 
1. A new exhaust system was installed in the Mech Ag Shop, Owen 180, in late October.  It is operating and testing of the ports remains to be completed by the contractor.  We hope that this will take care of the fumes affecting locations in Owen Hall.

2. Five automated external defibrillators (AED’s) have been added to the campus since our last Campus Assembly.  Locations are: Sports Center near the Concessions Stand, Kiehle Rotunda, UTOC lobby, Brown Dining entrance, Ag Research Center at the Northwest Research & Outreach Center, and we have an existing unit in the Student Center by the water fountains.  Staff training was held in August and a few more will be scheduled throughout the year.

3. An area of concern for pigeon debris in Kiehle near a roof access will be cleaned up this week.

4. A lingering seasonal fly issue in Selvig Hall was addressed by Facilities Management and Environmental Health & Safety.  Repairs to the exterior walls and roof may also be needed.
5. Smoking close to some building entrances and disregarding the 25 foot policy has been voiced by some members of the campus community.
6. Our heating plant will be tested the week of January 21-25 for air emission standards required by the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency for coal-fired boilers.

7. The October 22nd mercury spill in the chemistry lab was cleaned up by staff from the Department of Environmental Health and Safety.  Follow-up air quality testing detected no lingering mercury vapors.

8. Food safety inspections of all preparation areas on campus were held in October by sanitation/safety staff from the Department of Environmental Health and Safety.  These included Dining Services, Eagles Nest, all concession areas, Golden Eagle Grind, Children’s Center, and the Hotel & Restaurant Management Kitchen/Epicurean Room.  All residence halls received a safety inspection also at the time. 
9. As a result of security funds received by the campus, touch pad code systems and cameras have been installed in the IT/computer center in Kiehe and Business Office in Selvig Hall.  Additional cameras have been installed in Early Childhood, Bergland, and Owen halls.  Selvig and Hill will be worked on next until funds are used up.
