· Two students are needed – Aakre is going to check with L. Samuelson on this.

· Meeting time will be the first Wednesday of the month, 9:00, Minnesota Room for Fall semester.

· Faculty Assembly has concerns related to recent school shootings.  Chancellor Casey is working on Crisis Planning with Administration and is in contact with Crookston High School.  It was agreed that this committee will wait to hear what direction the Chancellor and Executive Comm. would like us to take on this issue.

· Wasted Energy Concerns: Aakre expressed concerns about a door in Owen that is not very energy efficient.  Koepke stated the door will be replaced soon, sometime in November.
· What is the procedure for reporting facility management concerns?  Koepke reported 2 options:
1. Submit a work order online through Net Facilities.  The work order is then assigned to a technician.  The cost of the project is taken into consideration.

2. Use the online Suggestion Box on the UMC Today page.  This is then forwarded to the Suggestion Box Committee and then sent to the appropriate person.

· Please do not ask a FM employee you see in the hallway to do a project because that takes them away from the work that they are currently assigned to.  It makes the system less effective.

· Koepke will send out a reminder on the 2 options stated above. 

· Feiro stated that the ?Director of Emergency Management, U of M, put in an order for 4-5 AEDs for UMC.  One is designated for Youngquist and it will have to be determined where to place the others.  We will also have to identify staff who will need training and who is to maintain the AEDs. This is still in the ordering phase.
· HeartSaver AEDs will be purchased.

· Suggested to replace AED in Lysaker with a new one and then use that one as a mobile unit.
· Feiro explained that there is a One Time Safety Funding available through the TC.

It was suggested that this be used for the exhaust issue in Owen.  Koepke will need to              get an estimate, but needs funding to get the estimate.  Mike Maurer from the TC will be on campus in 2 weeks and Feiro will check with him on to proceed.
