Should UMC adopt a policy establishing the
minimum score that will be recognized for credit, the specific college/
university course that is considered equivalent, and the amount of
credit that will be granted?

b. Athletic Eventsduring Study Day and Finals Week. According
to UM General Counsel the U of MN policy does not apply to UMC
since our faculty group now is union. Thus, the athletic department
needs to know what our campus policy will be for student athletes
participating in practice and possibly competition during finals week.

Classes and Events during the Study Day/Finals Week Period 





a) No classes will be permitted after the last day of instruction for any course that normally includes undergraduate students. 





b) No University-sponsored extra-curricular events which require the participation of students may be scheduled from the beginning of Study Day to the end of Finals Week. Exceptions to this policy may be granted ONLY by the Academic Standards and Policy Committee through whatever procedure it determines most feasible. The Academic Standards and Policy Committee also advises all faculty members that any exemption granted pursuant to this policy (that is, with the explicit authorization of the Academic Standards and Policy Committee) shall be honored and that students who are unable to complete course requirements during Finals Week as a result of that exemption shall be provided an alternative and timely opportunity to do so.

In those instances where post-season competitive events occur during Study Day or Finals Week (either of Day School or of Extension Classes), the Academic Standards and Policy Committee shall consider them approved (that is, without requiring explicit action on the part of the Committee) subject to the following conditions: 





1.	The event is in logical progression in the sport, leading from in-season competition to conference or regional championships and then to national championship competition; and 


2.	The coach or other staff member in the athletic program can demonstrate to whomever is responsible for counseling in the intercollegiate athletics program that satisfactory alternative academic arrangements have been made; and 


3.	The event is conducted under the aegis of the NCAA or the appropriate national sport governing body if it is not the NCAA. 





The chair of the Academic Standards and Policy Committee will receive, on an annual basis, a report from the Athletic Director on the arrangements that are made pursuant to paragraph 2, above. 





The Athletic Directors will annually report to the Academic Standards and Policy Committee, early in the Fall Semester, on the number of student-athletes who missed any Study Day or any part of Final Examinations during the preceding year and on the academic performance of those student-athletes. These may be written reports. 





Post-season or other athletic events that are invitational in nature, rather than a natural progression to a championship, and which would take place during Study Day or Finals Week, require the specific approval of the Academic Standards and Policy Committee before participation may occur. 





Subject only to the exception noted in this policy, no travel or competition is permitted from the period beginning with, and including, Study Day and ending with the last day of Final Examinations. Home events may be scheduled in the evening of the last day of Final Examinations if the examination schedule is concluded by 1800.

I did contact Gary Engstrand yesterday and he phoned this morning and informed that according to legal counsel on the Twin Cities Campus that the UofMN policy below does not apply to our campus since our faculty group now has a different affiliation.  Thus, I need to know what our campus policy would be for student athletes participating in practice and possibly competition during finals week.  In the past the Academic Standards and Policy Committee





has approved student-athlete participation in practice and competition during finals week if they receive a post season bid to a regional or national tournament.  This has happened in the sports of golf and equine on a





regular basis over the past few years.  A campus policy or even a statement from either of you in regards to allowing participation during finals week would probably be appropriate.  I would then use it from this point





forward so that we would not need to revisit the issue each year.  However, it should come with some statement which enables the student-athlete this opportunity but does not cause any undue problems with faculty 





members in regards to rescheduling final exams and allowing some variance from normal assignment due dates etc.  We have always encouraged the student-athletes involved in these experiences to talk with instructors





prior to finals week to take care of final exams and assignments prior to participating in the event, however, sometimes time constraints and schedules do not allow the student to take care of all requirements before they leave to compete and then they must make up or reschedule final tests, labs, assignment for after they have returned and sometime after finals week.  Please let me know your thoughts and how to proceed at this point.

Eligibility for resident studentsto enroll in online classes. Review
the need for a policy establishing minimum requirements for students
enrolled in traditional on-campus classes (not distance only) to take
online (E90) classes. The following motion was passed by AS& P and
Campus Assembly in May 2006: "Any student who [is] on academic
contract shall not be allowed to take an on-line course.” Chancellor
Casey did not implement this policy change requesting further study
of theissuesinvolved

Student registration in courses not applicableto degreeto
improve GPA. Review the need for a policy to address issue of
students (all students? on academic contract?) who register for credits
not applicable towards progress to degree solely to improve grade






point average.
2. Discussion ensued regarding the suggested topic added to the survey:

CA 1010 (Intro to Computers) is a campus requirement yet we don't
offer multiple sections here on campus both semesters. Better yet, it is
only offered online in the spring. If a student needs an introduction to
computers, why should he/she be taking it online? Shouldn't the
student be in a classroom where a faculty member could assist them.
Because of the limited sections and time offerings, there are transfer
students that are graduating seniors having to take CA 1010. This
topic needs to be addressed.

A motion was made/seconded/passed to invite Dave DeMuth, M/S/T
Department Head, and the lead CA 1010 instructor to the next Committee
meeting to discuss the Committee's questions and concerns. It was suggested
to extend the invitation to other faculty who may be knowledgeable on this
topic and the curriculum content.

3. Nelson briefly introduced the topic of establishing an International
Baccalaureate (ID) transfer credit policy. It was proposed that the Committee
follow the same procedures as used during 2006-07 to establish asimilar
policy on Advanced Placement (AP) credit. Nelson will prepare a draft
policy statement and related materials for the next meeting.

4. The Committee briefly discussed the topic of " Athletic Eventsduring
Study Day and Finals Week" . Nelson was requested to forward to the
Committee the draft policy prepared by Senior VCAA & SA Badwin last
spring (ENCLOSED). Nelson was also requested to provide the original
response from UM General Counsel regarding the issue of U of Mn policy
not applying to Crookston since our faculty are unionized (SEE THE 4/19/07
E-MAIL FROM JASON TANGQUIST EMBEDDED IN THE ENCLOSED
E-MAIL).
